Now a finalist for the prestigious Gatorade National Girls Soccer Player of the Year 

award to be announced in May, Smith joins an elite alumni association of past state award-winners in 12 sports, 

including Abby Wambach (1997-98, Our Lady of Mercy, N.Y.), Derek Jeter (1991-92, Kalamazoo HS, Mich.), Candace 

Parker (2001-02, Naperville Central HS, Ill.), Kevin Garnett (1992-93, Maudlin HS, S.C.), Alexi Lalas (1987-88, 

Cranbrook HS, Mich.), Heather O’Reilly (2001-02, East Brunswick HS, N.J.) and Mark Sanchez (2004-05, Mission Viejo 

HS, Calif.). 

 

The 5-foot-7 junior midfielder recorded 19 goals and 10 assists this past season, leading the Patriots (12-8) to the finals 

of the Mississippi Association of Independent Schools tournament.  A Clarion-Ledger First Team All-State selection, 

Smith has been an All-Conference honoree each of the past three seasons.  

 

Smith has maintained an A-plus average in the classroom.  Also a track and field standout, she has volunteered locally 

on behalf of the Salvation Army, Ronald McDonald House Charities, youth sports camps and an area nursing home. 

 

“Smith has great instincts, cuts well, and is a crafty ball-handler,” said Bobo Champion, head coach of rival Pillow 

Academy. “Just as important, she makes the whole team look better when she’s being doubled.” 

 

Smith has verbally committed to play soccer on scholarship at the University of Alabama beginning in the fall of 2011. 

 

The Gatorade Player of the Year program annually recognizes one winner in the District of Columbia and each of the 

50 states that sanction high school football, girls volleyball, boys and girls cross country, boys and girls basketball, boys 

and girls soccer, baseball, softball, and boys and girls track & field, and awards one National Player of the Year in each 

sport. The selection process is administered by ESPN RISE and the Gatorade high school sports leadership team, which 

work with top sport-specific experts and a media advisory board of accomplished, veteran prep sports journalists to 

determine the state winners in each sport.  

 

Smith joins recent Gatorade Mississippi Girls Soccer Players of the Year Tricia Tillman (2008-09, Madison Central), 

Kelsey Myrick (2007-08, Gulfport), and Rachel Givan (2006-07, Ridgeland) among the state’s list of former award 

winners.
