HERRIMAN HIGH SCHOOL STANDOUT NAMED
GATORADE UTAH GIRLS CROSS COUNTRY RUNNER OF THE YEAR

The 5-foot-5 sophomore raced to the Class 4A individual state championship this past season with a time of 17:49.6.
Biles took fourth at the Nike Cross Nationals Southwest Regional championships in 17:23 and earned victories at the

Park City Invitational, the Herriman Invitational and the Region 7 championships.

Biles has maintained a 3.91 GPA in the classroom. She has volunteered locally on behalf of the Special Olympics and an
area food bank.

“Lucy has only been running for just over one year,” said Herriman head coach James Barnes. “She’s a great kid, and
very coachable. She has great leadership skills for a young girl.”

Biles will begin her junior year of high school this fall.

The Gatorade Player of the Year program annually recognizes one winner in the District of Columbia and each of the

50 states that sanction high school football, girls volleyball, boys and girls cross country, boys and girls basketball, boys
and girls soccer, baseball, softball, and boys and girls track & field, and awards one National Player of the Year in each
sport. The selection process is administered by the Gatorade high school sports leadership team in partnership with
USA TODAY High School Sports, which work with top sport-specific experts and a media advisory board of
